Now we know where she stands.
	Senator Collins voted twice last week against Democratic proposals to end the war in Iraq:
H.R.1591, Vote #126, 3/29/07, passed 51-47; [Senator Collins voted against the emergency supplemental appropriations bill that provided funding for the troops in Iraq as well as a plan for withdrawal. Collins voted nay.]
S.Amdt. 643 to H.R. 1591, Vote # 116, 3/27/07; failed 48-50 [Senator Collins voted to strike language that would impose a timetable for the withdrawal of U.S. forces from Iraq. Collins voted yea.]

Senator Collins has also repeatedly voted with the President and against proposals to end or limit the scope of the war in Iraq:
S.J.Res. 9, Vote #75, 3/15/07, failed 48-50; [Senator Collins voted against the passage of the joint resolution that would establish a more limited mission for U.S. forces in Iraq and set a non-binding goal of withdrawing most combat troops by March 2008. Collins voted nay.]

S.Amdt. 4885 to H.R. 5631, Vote #233, 9/6/06; passed 54-44 [Senator Collins voted to table an amendment that would require the Defense secretary, in consultation with the secretary of State, to provide Congress with an assessment of whether civil war has broken out in Iraq and a strategy to protect U.S. troops. Collins voted yea.]
